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This woman is now currently promoting the new 'l Support Design8igiporting the rights of
designers and do not copy or teach instructions without the permission of the author. A
campaign by the Bead Designers Alliancanky she didn't seem to mind copying my work to
begin with.

Words cannot express how hurt | was when Sabine Lippert, a seed bead artists whose work |
admire, was giving this German bead artist complements for the wonderful dbbrgdesign.

Through theyears, | have dealt with and am currently dealing with a couple of bead shops whc
have in the past and others currently teaching my works as their own.

They have been promised that théyawvell
space again once the mall reopens. It would be great to find a shopping center or office buildir
that didn't mind giving us free or reduced fee space for evening and weekend use.

Right now, the NVBS is budgeted to cover the following monthly items:

Meeting space $90 (a little more for the May Bead Auction)

Class space$125 (sometimes once a month, sometimes three times a month, sometimes no cl
at all)

Storage Unit $100/month

PO Box Rental $30/month

Pluswe can no longer afford: Gallerpace at Lorton for Bead Challenge display

If the NVBS could find a space that would offer this poor little NRyofit a 500 to 900 square foot
space that included a bathroom and plenty of free and well lit parking, we would be happy to
consider occupancyThe NVBS would consider up to $400 a month for leasing. Though we
would prefer to get a deal like the SAG mentioned above.

Wait! Adding up the budget, it only comes to less than $2500 for these expenses. That is half
the $4800 that $400 a month wd cost us. Well, if the NVBS had a space to call its own, we
could ceop with members and local artists and rent them the space on nights and weekends th
we are not using it. We could use the space to showcase our creations full time, drawing in
pasersby who might join or tell others about the NVBS. We could get more exposure for the M
Bead Auction being able to advertise on site well ahead of the event, and maybe have vendor
shows (we are not supposed to have sales at any NVBS meetings at the VCC

It is something to think about. This is a project for 2014. Research now would show whether it
a path worth pursuing. If you have the time to do the inquiry about vacant offices or store front
that have been open for years, maybe, just maybeetital agency would be interested in letting
us have the space instead of it sitting open. Since we would not compete with daytime busines
this might be a landlord's dream. If you have the time to do a little digging, you can send your
results to Resident.nvbs@yahoo.com.

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September Birthstone : Blue Sapphire

Birthstone Color: Deep Blue

The striking deep blue of a quality sapphire is reminiscent

of a cloudless night sky. Ancient civilizations believed that
the world was set upon an enormous sapphire, which

painted the sky blue with its reflection. This legend, as
well as the belief that  the ten commandments were

inscribed upon tablets made of sapphire, gives
September6s birthstone a royal

Named after the Greek word "sapphirus”, meaning blue,
Sapphires have long been a favorite among priests and
kings, who conside red them symbolic of wisdom and
purity. These gemstones are prominent among the British
Crown Jewels, and Prince Charles chose this as the
engagement stone for his fiancée, Princess Diana.

In ancient times, Sapphires were thought to be protective
agains t envy, and even against poisoning. A common

belief was that a venomous snake placed in a Sapphire vessel would rapidly die! Ground to
a powder, the blue stone was believed to cure colic, rheumatism and mental iliness, and to

strengthen eyesight.

Sap phire is a variety of the mineral corundum. Corundum is found in every color of the
rainbow, with red being designated as ruby and all other hues Sapphire. But the most
prized color of Sapphire is a rich, deep blue. These gemstones were mined as early as the
7th Century BC from India and what is now Sri Lanka. They are found today in Sri Lanka,
Kashmir, Myanmar, Thailand, Australia, Nigeria, Kenya, Tanzania, China, Madagascar, and

the United States. Large specimens of Corundum crystals are rare, althoug h the 563 -carat
Star of India can be seen in the American Museum of Natural History. This is the largest

and most famous of star Sapphires, which are cut to reflect light from inclusions within the

stone, revealing a bright six -legged star pattern.

The Sapphire is second only to the Diamond in hardness, making it a durable gemstone for

setting into jewelry.

A gift of Sapphire represents sincerity and faithfulness. As nourishing

to the soul as gazing up at the sky on a summer day, this brilliant blue gem stone is truly a

heavenly choice!
